After graduating from the University of Missouri, 
he started his public service career by running a technical school founded by Jesuit missionaries in Honduras. He trained teenagers 
to become carpenters and welders, equipping them with skills to lift up themselves and their communities. 

He was first elected to office in 1994, serving as a city councilmember and then Mayor of Richmond. He became Lieutenant Governor 
of Virginia in 2002 and was inaugurated as Virginia’s 70th Governor in 2006. He is married to Anne Holton, who served as Virginia 
Secretary of Education from 2014 until 2016 and currently teaches education policy and government at George Mason University. 
They both revel in the adventures of their three grown children and live in the same Northside Richmond neighborhood where 
they moved as newlyweds more than 30 years ago. 

Senator Kaine will be honored for his work in enhancing the relationship between the United States and Spain while serving as 
Honorary Chair of the United States–Spain Council.
